There is no cost to the youth and families that
participate in the programs offered by Big
Brothers Big Sisters of Snohomish County.
The vast majority of children accessing the
BBBS programs come from single parent
families and live below the Federal poverty
level.

Invest in Youth

The BBBS/YMCA Invest in Youth campaign
is a primary source of funds necessary to
continue bringing mentoring programs to
Snohomish County. The YMCA uses these
funds to provide financial assistance for
individuals, as well as to subsidize programs,
especially those involving children, teens and
families.

The Invest in Youth campaign establishes a
base of donors who are involved, informed
and committed to BBBS and the YMCA.
The campaign volunteers effectively use this
opportunity to “tell the BBBS story,” further
educating the community about the work of
Big Brothers Big Sisters and the YMCA.
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Here is what your dollars can do:
The cost to provide a new, quality one-to-one mentoring relationship for a
child in need is about $1,000 per year.

$250  Provides one match activity for 25 matches.

$500  Supports one child and volunteer match assessment and
interview process.

$1,000 Provides one quality one-to-one mentoring relationship
between a child and a caring adult.
